2. Any preliminary studies and surveys relating to any physical betterment or improvement.

3. Land orrights in land.

Money is put aside each year into various reserve funds to help even out costs from year to year, and
reduce spikes and dips in the annual operating budget. A description of each project follows along with
the order of priority (high, medium, low), method of financing, period of probable usefulness, and effect
on the operating costs of the municipality.
